Leave mother animals alone when 
they are with their babies.

Always ask permission before  
handling someone else’s pet.

Don’t stick fingers in cages.

Move slowly and talk quietly  
around animals

Leave wildlife alone. Wild animals  
can bite and scratch. A wild animal  

that acts friendly may be sick,  
and could make you sick, too.

In the outdoors, watch where you  
put your hands and feet.

Never tease an animal, or use an 
animal to tease another person.
